Catechism Corner

“Instituted to proclaim the Word of
God and to restore communion with
God by sacrifices and prayer, this
priesthood nevertheless remains
powerless to bring about salvation,
needing to repeat its sacrifices
ceaselessly and being unable to
achieve a definitive sanctification,
which only the sacrifice of Christ
would accomplish.”

The liturgy of the Church, however,
sees in the priesthood of Aaron and
the service of the Levites, as in the
institution of the Covenant. Thus in
the Latin Rite the Church prays in the
consecratory preface of the
ordination of bishops:

God the Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ, ...by your gracious
word you have established the plan of
your Church.

From the beginning, you chose
the descendants of Abraham to be
your holy nation. You established
rulers and priests, and did not leave
your sanctuary without ministers to
serve you...”
