What is a sponsor ?  A sponsor is an individual, family, group or 
business who wants to financially and spiritually support our young 
people in fostering their faith and developing their understanding of 
our larger church by assisting Our Lady of Mt. Carmel youth to attend 
the National Catholic Youth Conference in Kansas City, Missouri in 
November. 
 
How do I help ?  Sponsors decide on a dollar amount that they are 
willing to contribute (e.g. $50 or $100). They make their check payable 
to OLMC  (memo NCYC).  Sponsors will be able to read published youth 
bios in the bulletin throughout August and September and select a 
young person to sponsor or they may allow our Youth Leaders to select 
one who is in need.  Donations come directly off the young person’s 
registration for the conference.  We need donations by September 
15th. 
 
What happens next?  Each young person who is sponsored will promise 
to pray for the intentions of their sponsors while at NCYC.  Each young 
person who is sponsored will write a note of thanksgiving telling you 
about their experience.  Perhaps they will include a memento from the 
event.
