In the event of icy or snowy conditions, we 
will observe the following schedule for daily 
Mass only:

MASS will be CANCELLED. 
 
This policy is to ensure the safety of our 
parishioners.  In the event of inclement 
weather which might affect our weekend 
liturgies, please listen for an announcement 
from our Archbishop. 

Fasting and Abstinence 
 
Fasting means to eat two small meals and one 
large meal with no snacks in between.  People  
between the ages 18-59 are obliged to do this. 
 
Abstaining means not eating meat. People 
aged14 and older are obliged to do this. 
 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of 
Fasting AND Abstinence. 
All Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence.
